Payroll Deduction Option
For added convenience, faculty and staff who sign up for a meal plan membership can have the cost deducted right from 
their paycheck across 8 pay periods. You must be a full-time faculty or staff ODU employee in order to utilize the payroll 
deduction option.

Payroll deductions may only be applied for twice a year. The deadline to apply for the fall is August 31, and for the spring is 
January 27, 2017. Fall deductions begin September 16, 2016 (September-December) and spring deductions begin February 
16, 2017 (February-May). You can sign up in the Card Center in Webb Center.
